 Application deadline is the third (3rd) Monday of June by 7:00 PM. 
 Applicate will submit an Essay containing 400-500 words, typed, and double 

spaced on the topic and submitted with the Application Cover Sheet. 
 The interviewed veteran shall not be related to the applicant. 
 Applicants are to omit their name from their essay. 
 An individual can only win the scholarship once. 
 Winners will have their name placed on the scholarship plaque. 
 The amount of money awarded will be based on the number of essays received. 
 Check will be paid directly to the institute for the fall enrollment of that year.
